
This course covers the com-
plete cycle of vehicle rescue 
operations. Classroom topics 
include utilization of equipment, 
personal safety, response, 
assessment, hazard control, 
support operations, access and 
disentanglement, and special 
vehicles. Extensive hands-on 
practical exercises are utilized 
to allow students to perform in 
simulated environments. This 
course meets selected objec-
tives of NFPA 1001.

The Vehicle Extrication Techni-
cian certification is not offered at 
this time.

Louisiana Municipal Fire Departments who 
are issued a Fire Department ID from the 

State Fire Marshal’s Office.
