Airport
Firefighting

This course provides the nec-
essary skills needed to function
as a firefighter at or near an
operating airport. Participants
will receive advanced training
in 11 subject areas set forth by
the FAA. Participants will also
receive training in other areas
such as tank farm fires, propane
gas fires, aircraft search and
rescue, military aircraft familiar-
ization and extensive hands-on
extinguishment of hydrocarbon
fuel fires. In addition to live fire
training, participants receive
classroom instruction, including
tabletop exercises.

This course meets and/or ex-
ceeds the standards set forth by
NFPA 1003, tAirport Firefighter
Professional Qualificationstand
FAA/FAR part 139. To finish the
course, each participant is re-
quired to complete 16 practical
skill stations.

Upon successful completion of
this course, students will be rec-
ommended to take the Airport
Firefighter certification exam-
ination offered by the Louisiana
Firefighter and Emergency Re-
sponder Certification Program.

The Airport Firefighter certifica-
tion examination is offered by
the Firefighter and Emergency
Responder Certification Pro-
gram to the students who suc-
cessfully complete the course.
This is optional and will be given
at the conclusion of the course.

The Student must be certified
in Fire Fighter Il from the Lou-
isiana Firefighter Certification
Program or another agency ac-
credited by the International Fire
Service Accreditation Congress
(IFSAC) or ProBoard.Students
must be able to pass the prac-
tical skills assessment given in
order to take the written exam.
